Tests and Documentations Needed for Fertility Treatment

For the female patient:
Laboratory Tests:
· LH, FSH, Estradiol (2-5th day of period)

· T-Testosterone, 17-OH-P, DHEA-SO4

· TSH, Prolactin

· Progesterone  (22nd day of period)

· HBsAg, HCV, HIV, VDRL

· Hemoglobin Electrophoresis (Thallasemia)

· Fasting glucose

· Blood type

· CBC

· PT, PTT, Fibrinogen

· Chemistry – liver and kidney functions, Electrolytes

Routine Tests:

· Transvaginal Ultrasound

· PAP smear

· Breast examination

· HSG (hysterosalpingography)

· ECG

Other:

· Documentation of general health from physician (diseases, operations, medications, allergies)

· Documentation of any previous examinations, surgeries, etc.
· Documentation of vaccinations including Rubella

Recommendations before beginning treatment:

* Genetic Tests:

· Tay sacks

· Cystic Fibrosis

· Fragile X

· Spinal Muscular Atrophy (SMA)

· Other Genetic tests as indicated 

* Folic acid 400 micrograms per day at least 3 months before treatment

* Any chronic diseases should be optimally treated before beginning therapy and  

   documentation of the disease and treatment should be provided from the 

   physician.
